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Classified Employee Grant 



Sonoma County Office of Education is happy to announce that we have received
another round of the California Classified Employee Grant. The grant is designed
to assist public school classified employees finish their BA and/or get their
teaching credentials. Applicants must have at least 60 units or an AA to be
eligible. Please apply for the Classified Employee Grant here. If you have any
questions, please reach out to Jen Hansen in Human Resources.

CVT began requiring state registration for Domestic Partners on October 1, 2018.
Since that time, we have allowed all existing unregistered domestic partners to
remain covered without having to submit proof of registration. 

Starting July 1, 2023, however, CVT will require that all domestic partners be
registered with the state, with proof of registration submitted to CVT in order to
remain eligible for CVT benefits. CVT members with domestic partners will receive
a letter during the week of May 8 providing instructions on how to submit this
required documentation. Following this letter, CVT will communicate with
members four additional times before the deadline of July 1, 2023.
